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This talk presents a unified view on main trends in networking, including core area, access, ad-hoc and sensor networks. In particular, we concentrate on the crucial need for both vertical and horizontal integration and the related open problems. Vertical integration includes concepts like integrated multilayer design and engineering. Horizontal integration relates with multi-domain interworking and concepts like roaming between heterogeneous technologies.

After this global overview, we will briefly present our current work in these areas and propose an open brainstorming for defining possible collaborations, in particular in the context of the NoE Euro-NGI. 
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
